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1. Read Beowulf’s speech to Hrothgar upon arriving. Discuss what you believe to be the most important points of Beowulf’s remarks; note that he talks about a lot with the king.
Paraphrase and list the four most important points that Beowulf shares with Hrothgar.
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2. Read Hrothgar’s response to Beowulf. Discuss what you believe to be the most important points of the king’s remarks; note that he talks about a lot with Beowulf and responds to much of what Beowulf says.

Paraphrase and list the four most important points of Hrothgar’s response to Beowulf.
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3. Read Unferth’s challenge to Beowulf. Discuss what you believe to be the most important points of the Unferth’s remarks; note the tone of this passage

Paraphrase and list the four most important points of Unferth’s challenge to Beowulf.
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4. Read Beowulf’s response to Unferth’s challenge. Discuss what you believe to be the most important points of Beowulf’s remarks; note how Beowulf responds to Unferth’s challenge and the arguments he makes in response.
