Your Assignment:

Beowulf tells the story of the epic hero Beowulf of Sweden, who crosses the sea to Denmark to rescue King Hrothgar’s people from the demonic Grendel. Beowulf embodies the highest Anglo-Saxon ideals of heroism, possessing superior physical strength and high ethical standards.

You will write a journalistic personality profile modeled after the examples discussed in class profiling one of your personal heroes based on an in-person interview. The purpose of this assignment is to use your writing skills to share a heroic person’s story so that your reader can draw conclusions about the characteristics that make this person heroic in your eyes. The most important component of this assignment is to show rather than tell.
Your story should include the following features:

· journalistic interviews with at least three people

· vivid description of the person’s actions and environment, especially in the narrative lead (first paragraph)

· outstanding direct quotations from the interview

· smooth transitions to ensure flow

· correct use of journalistic format, source identification, and quote punctuation

· reporter objectivity…you must remain objective, allowing your reader to draw his or her own conclusions rather than sharing your views
· outstanding editing

· details, anecdotes, and quotes that help the reader understand, see, and infer how this person is unique and heroic to you.

You may interview anyone for this writing piece. However, make sure that you conduct face-to-face interviews.
